b) to provide theoretical and practical training to students in the field of translation
and Greek Language teaching.

Vision
The BAS’ vision is:

a) to serve educational, research, cultural and wider social goals, in liaison and
cooperation with Greek and foreign universities, other educational and research
organizations and community stakeholders, with a commitment to the principles of
scientific ethic, accountability, sustainable development and social cohesion.

b) the adoption of new forms of knowledge attainment and new teaching and
learning  methods, so that its graduates will become critical
thinkers, not simply trained for a future career as educators and translators but also
obtain skills that will ensure alternative professional prospects, even beyond
traditional teaching positions (connection between university studies and
labour market).

For the implementation of the aforementioned, the BA puts into effect a Quality
Assurance Policy, which fully complies with the Institutional
